During consultations between the federal government and First Nations representatives Kateri 
was the Lead Communications Consultant on the Matrimonial Real Property file for the 
Assembly of First Nations. She has 23 years of experience as a Communications Consultant 
working with Indigenous communities and groups. She also has 27 years of experience as a 
published writer, 23 years of experience in Indigenous publishing as a publisher, production 
manager, and editor, and 22 years of experience and training in curriculum development, 
academic course development, and lesson plan preparation for Indigenous learners or using 
Indigenous content and methodologies. Kateri has teaching experience dating back to 1987.  
 
In her role with the FNCPA Kateri is developing MRP training and will serve as the FNCPA’s 
expert on MRP issues.
